Digital Signatures

1.3.1 The EDP consists of one set of digitally signed files with a file extension .p7s.

1.3.2 Hongkong Post e-cert is used to provide the digital signatures.

1.3.3 Each EDP will be dispatch with a notification of Appointment of Authorized Representative signed by the Architect / Engineer Designate listing the name and post of the officer authorized to execute the Digital Signatures for the EDP.

1.3.4 To view or verify the validity of the e-Cert, the viewer will need to acquire his own tools or download e-Cert FileGuard provided by Hongkong Post at the following URL :-

Notes for Viewing, Editing and Printing the Files
2.1 Native document files are Microsoft Word files with file name prefixed with E- and file extension .DOC. These may be opened with Microsoft Word 97 or later version.
2.2 Native drawing files are vector AutoCAD files with file extension .DWG. These may be opened with AutoCAD 2008 or Autodesk DWG TrueView. For details, please refer to Appendix A – Brief Notes on Application of AutoCAD 2008 to Contractors.
2.3 Image files are raster Adobe Acrobat files with file name prefixed with I- and file extension .PDF. These may be opened with Adobe Acrobat Reader 7.0 or later version.
2.4 Referenced files are image files called up from vector AutoCAD files and are not supposed to be viewed independently.
2.5 Where printing of Native AutoCAD files are required, the pen width settings should be as follows:

Appendix A

Brief Notes on Application of AutoCAD 2008 to Contractors

ArchSD had been using AutoCAD version 2008 starting from 1 February 2008.

a)
ArchSD will accept CAD drawing files of AutoCAD Version 2008 to 2000 from contractors starting from 1 February 2008. Contractors are free either to opt upgrading their AutoCAD version or NOT upgrading.

b) If contractor is not willing to upgrade their AutoCAD version, they can use the free tool provided by Autodesk to downgrade AutoCAD 2008 drawings issued by ArchSD to match their AutoCAD version currently used. They could still produce their CAD drawings in older versions but would not benefit from the new productivity features of new 2008 version. 
c) The free tool provided by Autodesk is “DWG TrueView” (previous version known as TrueConvert) which could be downloaded from :

d) The Autodesk “DWG TrueView” could convert AutoCAD Version 2008 files to Version 2007/2004/2000 files in one batch action. 

e) For example, if  contractor  has AutoCAD Version 2004 software for production, they could convert ArchSD’s  AutoCAD Version 2008 drawing files to Version 2004 drawing files for editing/processing and then submitting the Version 2004 drawing files to ArchSD.

f) To avoid incompatibility with lower version of AutoCAD, most of the new drafting features in AutoCAD Version 2008 will not be used  in ArchSD’s CAD drafting practice.
g) In case some new drafting features used in AutoCAD Version 2008  DWG files are incompatible with lower version of AutoCAD, guidance notes will be attached to drawing files to be issued to contractors. 
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
